The annual three-day Primary Christmas Singing Festivals are back. On the Wednesday 11th December performance day, we are able to offer two five-minute performance slots for secondary-aged students, either as soloists or as a duo. 5. Youth Voice Council:
We are looking for more young people from our secondary schools to join our Youth Voice Council - a group of musicians representing the voices of students from Hammersmith & Fulham, Kensington & Chelsea, and Westminster:
· Network with other musicians in the Tri-borough and nationally.
· Organise and take part in special events. 
· Meet and have discussions with music industry professionals.
· Have a say on how the Tri-borough can improve to help young people.
Most importantly, the work of the Youth Voice Council is steered by young people, so they get to have a say in how they want to use it.

The council meets on Fridays at 4:30pm online, approximately 4 times a term, and is free of charge. There will also be special online and in-person events organised throughout the year, that we will share information about closer to the time.  To become a member, students can sign-up HERE.

6. OHMI:
The OHMI Trust (One-Handed Musical Instruments) specialises in adapted musical instruments, working with music services to deliver lessons with the instruments at no cost. OHMI offers to cover the cost of weekly 30m lessons for the first year, along with the loan of a suitable instrument and support equipment, and heavily subsidise lesson costs for those who wish to continue beyond the first year. 

This message applies if you happen to have a pupil who is interested and would benefit from free lessons using an instrument from OHMI. They have a good range of instruments available although stock varies depending on which instruments are out on loan each year - they include one-handed clarinets, one-handed flutes, one-handed recorders, left-handed trumpets, a right-handed horn, short-reach trombones, a couple of one-handed saxophones, one-handed bagpipes, one-handed tin whistles, various bits of enabling equipment to support players (e.g. brass/woodwind stands, bow-holders, prosthetics to help with holding drum sticks etc).

Please note that you would have to choose an instrument from OHMI which aligns with the instrumental lessons you are offering in your school. (e.g. if you are only offer 1:1/small group Flute lessons, you would not be able to choose a trombone from OHMI as the tutor would not match the instrument). OHMI would provide support to your teacher in understanding how the instrument is used. 

This is a new programme which we are working on collaboratively with OHMI.

If you have a student with an upper limb difference or impairment who is interested in trying a musical instrument, please share the two documents below with their parents/carers and complete the form.


7. London Youth Folk Ensemble
The English Folk Dance and Song Society deliver the FREE London Youth Folk Ensemble (LYFE) Sampler Session at Cecil Sharp House (NW1) which is taking place on Sunday 22 September. It is for 11-19 year olds (up to 24 years old for D/deaf and disabled young people) and is open for improver to advanced level musicians of any instrument. All music is taught by ear and no previous experience of folk music is needed. 

In last year’s programme, Folk by the Oak wrote that ‘each time they (LYFE) perform a wonderful, inspiring set brimming with quality music and enthusiasm in equal measure – this is what music is all about and their performance never fails to delight!’

Attending the sampler is the first step for anyone who is interested in potentially joining the 2024-25 Ensemble, after which the annual fee is £309 (concessions are £232). We want more young people from a wider range of backgrounds and socio-economic circumstances to benefit from joining London Youth Folk Ensemble. To support this, we have set aside a limited number of bursary places to enable keen young musicians, whose families would not otherwise be able to afford the existing concessionary fees for the Ensemble.

NOFA is an inclusive, non-auditioned and free national youth orchestra in the UK. It is now recruiting young people aged 11-16 with a wide range of musical abilities (beginner to Grade 8+), playing any instrument. 
 
NOFA is an 18-month programme where young people attend in-person residentials and events. Young people who participate in NOFA: 
· are members of one of the most diverse and inclusive youth orchestras in the world 
· learn, have fun and play eclectic pieces of music from different genres 
· improve their social skills and boost their confidence within a safe, supportive and nurturing environment 
· develop leadership skills and have decision-making power 
· have paid progression opportunities beyond NOFA when they are 18+

What is the Modulo Programme? 
The Modulo Programme kickstarts inclusive music-making in state secondary schools and community groups across the UK. In 2025, OFA will offer 35 schools/groups: 
· flexible and bespoke musical arrangements, inclusive of all instruments and playing abilities 
· a variety of resources for each arrangement, including scores, parts, backing tracks, videos and inclusive visual scores 
· invitations to two Modulo events in spring and summer 2025, bringing schools/groups together to perform in leading arts venues with professional musicians 
· a workshop in their school/group, led by one of our professional musicians   
· access to OFA’s Music Leadership Training (MLT) programme and CPD

9. Paraorchestra
Paraorchestra (HERE) are delivering a project called Play with Paraorchestra. Play with Paraorchestra is a project for young musicians who identify as disabled, have special education needs or access requirements, aged 12 - 17, to gain experience in playing with professional Paraorchestra musicians. The original deadline for applications was Monday 1st July, however, we’ve decided to extend the deadline to Monday 30th September.  This extended deadline also means that the in-person dates for this project have shifted back from November 2024, to Saturday 25th & Sunday 26th January 2025. 

To apply for this opportunity young people don’t need to formally identify as disabled, they might for example be D/deaf or have a hearing impairment, or they might be Autistic or neurodivergent. At Paraorchestra we don’t work with musicians on the basis of a diagnosis of disability or long-term condition, we use the Social Model of Disability to inform our work. If a young person you work with plays to Grade 5 standard; has special educational needs, access requirements or benefits from having some additional support during rehearsals then Play with Paraorchestra is applicable to them and we’d welcome an application. 

With that in mind, if you know of any young musicians aged 12 - 17, who would like to apply but didn’t get a chance to submit an application before the original deadline, please let them know that there’s still time! I’m attaching an updated version of call out document again to this email for ease of sharing.

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About Paraorchestra



Paraorchestra brings extraordinary live music experiences to audiences in concert halls and public spaces around the world, blending artforms and technology with meticulous musicianship.



Under the Artistic Direction of award-winning conductor Charles Hazlewood, the pioneering ensemble seeks to disrupt and reinvent the orchestra, bringing together professional disabled and non-disabled musicians, and artists across artforms and genres, appealing to the widest audience, whilst radically shifting outdated perceptions of both orchestral music and disability.



Paraorchestra have recently launched an extensive Artist Development programme, created in recognition of a lack of professional support and development opportunities for musicians identifying as disabled, including for younger musicians. Play with Paraorchestra is a part of this offering.



About Play with Paraorchestra 

Play with Paraorchestra is a new opportunity for young musicians, who identify as disabled, have special educational needs, or have access requirements to experience playing on a Paraorchestra project. Over the course of a two day workshop in January 2025 a small group of young musicians will explore a range of musical styles, with a blend of acoustic and electronic sound worlds, working alongside professional Paraorchestra musicians. 

Play with Paraorchestra is a creatively ambitious project for young musicians. It offers the same ambitious, collaborative, person-centred way of working as on all Paraorchestra shows, this time for young musicians aged 12- 17, considering music as a future career. 

All participants on the project must attend sessions with a parent, guardian or carer. We plan to run the project again later in 2025 for the 18 - 25 age group.  



What we’re looking for 



Are you, or is someone you know, a talented, adventurous young musician who wants to experience playing with Paraorchestra? We are looking for six young musicians who either identify as disabled, have special educational needs, or access requirements, and can thrive working in a collaborative environment. They must demonstrate a creative spark, a passion and commitment to playing live music. 



You don’t need to formally identify as disabled, for example you might be D/deaf or have a hearing impairment, or you might be Autistic or be neurodivergent . At Paraorchestra we don’t work with musicians on the basis of a formal diagnosis, we use the Social Model of Disability to guide our work. If you are a musician aged 12 - 17, considering a career in the music sector, who has access requirements or works best in an environment with additional support in place then Play with Paraorchestra is for you. 



Young musicians applying for this opportunity should be playing at a Grade 5 standard (or equivalent) in relation to musical ability, theoretical understanding, and technical capability. Participants do not need to have achieved a formal Grade 5 qualifications to apply for Play with Paraorchestra. We are using the Grade 5 level of musicianship as a guide for young musicians to emphasise the level of musical skill we are looking for from the participants taking part in this project.   



In order to apply, applicants must:



· Be aged 12 -17  years old

· Be someone who identifies as disabled, has special education needs or access requirements.  

· Be able to perform music equivalent to Grade 5 standard or above.

· Be a resident in the UK

· Be able to provide a reference form a music teacher (or equivalent) as part of their application.

· Be able to provide 2 or 3 examples of their playing ability as part of the application process. These don’t need to be professional video or audio recordings, something filmed on your phone is fine!

· Be available to attend a one hour online meeting on Tuesday 26th November 2024, 6 - 7pm.

· Be available on Saturday 25th and Sunday 26th January 2025 to attend the two day in person workshops in Bristol with a parent, guardian or chaperone.

· Be available for a post workshop 1:1 online mentoring session in February/March 2025.



What will be asked of participants taking part in Play with Paraorchestra? 

Play with Paraorchestra is our version of a side by side weekend, where participants will have the opportunity to sit next to professional Paraorchestra musicians and work through set repertoire in a workshop format. The weekend itself will be led by Paraorchestra Associate Music Director Lloyd Coleman, Assistant Music Director Siobhan Clough and co-facilitator and composer Liam Taylor-West. Paraorchestra Artistic Director Charles Hazlewood will lead a session during the weekend. The workshop weekend will culminate in a sharing on the second day for family and friends.

This will be an opportunity for young musicians to experience Paraorchestra’s creatively ambitious work and person centred approach to access, exploring new commissions alongside pre-existing repertoire. The chosen pieces will be arranged in an open score format, meaning that whatever instrument you might play; whether that be an acoustic orchestral instrument or a more modern electronic instrument, there will be a part that works for you and the level that you are playing at.

Over the course of the weekend, we will explore a new commission written by Liam Taylor-West, a reimagined version of Straylight by Rylan Gleave (first performed by Paraorchestra during The Anatomy of the Orchestra - Drone Refractions, 2024) and some warm up pieces from the CoMA open score repertoire list. All parts will range in difficulty, with some parts being easier to play than others. Part selection and distribution will be made by our Assistant Music Director, Siobhan Clough and co-facilitator Liam Taylor-West to suit the musicians selected with their instrument and musical capabilities in mind. 

Successful candidates invited to take part in Play with Paraorchestra will be asked to:

· Work with the Paraorchestra Artist Development (Modulate) team to discuss logistical plans for the weekend and access requirements so we can best support the young person’s involvement in the project.

· Spend some time looking at the music we’ll be exploring during the Play with Paraorchestra weekend. Music will be sent to participants in early September, along with supporting material required e.g. an audio version of the music or enlarged parts. We would suggest you take the music with you to any tutoring sessions for technical advice as needed. 

· Attend an online pre-workshop meeting on Tuesday 26th November at 6pm, to meet the Modulate team and ask any questions that you may have. This session will also be an opportunity to meet the other participants on the project as well as some of the Paraorchestra musicians who will be playing during the in person weekend. 

· Take part in the two day in-person Play with Paraorchestra workshops, accompanied by a parent, guardian or carer.

· Attend a post workshop mentoring session with a Paraorchestra musician. This will build on what participants learn during the in-person weekend and will help support participants future musical development. These sessions will be coordinated by the Paraorchestra team in February & March 2025.

During the Play with Paraorchestra workshops each day will involve:

· A morning and afternoon 3 hour rehearsal session (6 hours in total).

· A one hour lunch break, plus breaks during each 3 hour rehearsal session.

· An opportunity to sit next to a professional Paraorchestra musician, who will be there to support you and play your part alongside you, giving you mentoring and support as needed.

To apply to take part in Play with Paraorchestra you will need to complete a short application form. This can either be typed or answered with recorded or filmed responses. The application form questions are listed below so you can plan your answers. Each answer has a suggested word limit of 300 words or 2.5 minutes speaking time.

We will then shortlist the applications and invite a small number of young musicians to take part in Play with Paraorchestra with us. 



Please note the capacity for participants on this project is small, six young musicians, this is to ensure we can deliver this creatively ambitious project with the level of access and person centred support that is central to our way of working on all Paraorchestra projects. We anticipate we will get more applications that we have spaces for and so unfortunately not everyone who applies will be offered a place on the project. We recognise this can be disheartening, but where possible we will try and provide some feedback on applications and signpost you to alternative opportunities for young musicians.

5) Describe a concert or performance that was memorable for you, please explain why.

6) There will be space provided on the application form for applicants to share 2 or 3 links as evidence of your playing ability. These do not need to be of professional quality, something filmed or recorded on a phone is fine.

7) There will be a space provided on the application for you to submit a musical reference in support of your application (e.g. from a music tutor or individual with experience of the young person and musical level). A template music reference that your tutor can use to draft their reference for you can be found here.

FAQs 



Will I need to take time off school to participate in Play with Paraorchestra? 

The online sessions and workshops have all been planned to take place on weekday evenings or during the day at the weekends. Hopefully most people will therefore not need to take any time off school to take part in Play with Paraorchestra.





Does it cost anything to take part in Play with Paraorchestra?



No, Play with Paraorchestra is a free project for young musicians to apply for and take part in. Paraorchestra will also cover the cost of accommodation, travel, catering and access support for all successful participants to attend the in person workshops in Bristol along with one parent or guardian. Our Modulate (Artist Development) team will liaise with each participant and their family to help coordinate the logistics of their trip to Bristol for this project. 

Can I come to some but not all of the sessions? 

Due to the small numbers and creatively ambitious work involved in Play with Paraorchestra it is a requirement of all participants and their families that they attend all the dates for the project. If unforeseen circumstances arise and you can no longer attend part or all of Play with Paraorchestra please let us know as soon as possible so we can make alternative arrangements.

Do I have to be able to read music? 

It is preferred that you are able to read music as this will be the easiest way to learn and play the parts for Play with Paraorchestra. Where possible we can also provide MP3 audio guides to assist with learning music for those who would find this useful.
